Use of the following techniques as they were appropriated in the Baroque era:
· Turn
· Mordent
· Acciaccatura
· Appoggiatura

Baroque era dynamics
Use of dynamics in the Baroque era:
· Piece doesn’t become drastically louder or softer
· When playing ascending notes, the piece becomes louder
· Likewise, when descending, the piece becomes softer

The Baroque era also had a limited range of notes and dynamics as the piano wasn’t around at the time; Only the Harpsichord existed. Hence, in composing Baroque pieces, especially Bach and his contrapuntal melodies, I must also ensure that my notes do not go too high or low, or get too loud or soft.
