General things to include (from the era):

· Trill starts on top note
· Quavers have to be semi-staccato
· Limited range of keyboard
· Limited range of dynamics

Specific things to include (for Bach): 
· Contrapuntal
· Limited vibrato 
· Timeless and doesn’t sound old-fashioned
· Bach’s music has essence, isn’t superficial; Tells a story
